INSTALLING BATTERIES

Your recorder requires two AAA batteries
(not supplied) for power. For the best per-
formance and longest life, we recommend
RadioShack alkaline batteries.

Cautions:

• Use only fresh batteries of the re-
quired size and recommended type.

• Do not mix old and new batteries, dif-
ferent types of batteries (standard, al-
kaline, or rechargeable), or recharge-
able batteries of different capacities.

Follow these steps to install batteries.

1. Slide HOLD in the direction of the
arrow.

2. Push down on the battery compart-
ment cover and slide it off in the
direction of the arrow.

3. Place the batteries in the compart-
ment as indicated by the polarity sym-
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bols (+ and –) marked outside the
compartment.

4. Replace the cover. The time appears,
and the hour digits flash.

LOCKING THE RECORDER’S 
CONTROLS

You can lock the recorder’s controls so
you do not accidentally change any set-
tings. To lock the recorder’s controls, slide
HOLD in the direction of the arrow. The
time flashes twice.

To conserve battery power, the display
disappears when you lock the recorder’s
controls while the recorder is stopped.

To unlock the recorder’s controls, slide
HOLD in the opposite direction of the ar-
row.

TYPES OF FOLDERS

The recorder has three folders: , , and
. Folders  and  are convenient for

recording ordinary messages. Each fold-
er can store up to 100 messages. 

Folder  is convenient for schedule man-
agement. The  folder can store up to 15
messages on a given date and 100
messages in the whole folder. You can
use this folder to conveniently check your

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schedule for a selected date. By using the
schedule alarm playback feature, this fold-
er can automatically play back your
messages (see “Schedule Alarm Play-
back” on Page 30).

When you store 100 messages in a folder
or when you store 15 messages for a spe-
cific date in folder .

You cannot
record more messages until you erase
some messages.
